By 2025 the number of priests in retirement in our diocese is set to double to about 150, including those who are sick. Most priests
continue to work after the retirement age of 75, but are in need of support. Please help with this if you can. There will be other
opportunities next weekend.

By giving a gift to the Sick and Retired Priests’ Fund you will help ensure all our more frail elderly priests are cared for after their years of
service. The fund meets essential costs - making properties accessible, providing for carers. The diocese liaises with the NHS and social
services for these needs but there are always gaps. Thank you for your generosity!

NOVEMBER: MONTH OF THE HOLY SOULS: The Commemoration of all the Faithful Departed (All Souls’ Day) on Thursday
2nd November will commence the month of prayer for the Holy Souls. You are invited to take an envelope from the back of church in
which you can list your deceased family and friends and enclose the offering you wish to make for the offering of Mass. You can return
this envelope to either the Parish Office, the Presbytery, or to one of the boxes kept by the altar during November. Lists of the
deceased will be kept near the altar and the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass will be offered for the repose of the souls of those contained
within these lists throughout November.

DIOCESAN MASS FOLLOWING THE PANDEMIC: On 7th November at 5.30 pm Bishop John Sherrington will celebrate Mass
at Westminster Cathedral, for all those who have died during the pandemic, all who mourn them, all who have been bereaved or
traumatised, those who were ill and those who cared for them, including all in the medical profession and care workers. All are welcome
to this Mass, especially doctors, nurses, care workers and all health care professionals.

Practice” are asked to send an email to the Parish Address with the following information:

e Name of parents and full name of child.

o Date of birth of child.

e Residential Address

e Name of EACH school to which an application is being made.
As you will understand, following the normal criteria for issuing certificates, almost nobody would qualify. A modified process is being
followed. After receipt of your email you will be contacted from the office.

A CALL TO LISTEN AND WALK TOGETHER: SYNOD 2022-23: Pope Francis has announced a Synod for the whole people of
God. As part of the preparation for the Synod, the Pope has called every diocese to enter into a time of preparation, listening and
discernment.

Pope Francis has requested a “Church-wide listening process” to hear where we are at and to hear
people’s experiences of faith with all its joys and disappointments, and to look for ways of strengthening each other.
We are told by diocesan authorities to expect guidance and resources soon about how to practically organize the Synod process at parish
level. In the meantime, this matter will be in the Prayer of the Faithful this Sunday and please commiit it to your personal prayers.
