NEWS ON THE STAFFING OF OUR PARISH: Fr James writes: Cardinal Vincent has asked Fr Chinedu to move in
January to become Parish Priest at Tollington Park. Whilst this is unsettling, as Fr Chinedu has only recently come to Harrow
South and Northolt, the greater needs of the diocese at a chaotic time emerging from the pandemic make it necessary. We
will be very sorry to have to say goodbye to Fr Chinedu just as he was starting to settle down here and get to know people
and we must support him in prayer at a challenging time.

There’s no change at present to our pattern of Sunday Mass provision, and so the Cardinal is sending another assistant priest
to enable this pattern. Fr Carlos Quito will be coming to us from Highbury in January. There’ll be more details when we have
them.

SCHEDULE OF MASS TIMES FOR START OF CHRISTMAS: This Sunday is “Lactare” or “Rejoicing” Sunday, the
mid-point of Advent. The schedule of Mass times for the start of the Christmas season and of times of Sacrament of
Reconciliation in Advent are available this weekend - printed copies and on the website.

CAROLS AND READINGS TO PREPARE FOR CHRISTMAS: SUNDAY 19 DEC. ST GABRIEL’S 3.00 - 4.00pm
Come to St Gabriel’s for this hour on the Forth Sunday of Advent to sing traditional Christmas carols and reflect on readings
of scripture and poetry to prepare to begin to celebrate Christmas.

KEEPING SUNDAY SACRED: MORE FROM THE BISHOPS: Writing earlier in the year, the expectation from our
bishops was that all the faithful would be able to take back on to themselves the obligation of Sunday and Holy Day Mass as
from the First Sunday of Advent 2021. The expectation then was that the Covid threat would be much reduced. As the
situation is more complicated, the bishops have written to us again on this, in effect to say that the current understanding
remains in place: once a Catholic feels comfortable from a health position to come into church to worship, then he or she
should take back on the obligations of the faith. However, at present nobody should feel under compulsion. The full text of
this letter we hope to make available for next weekend.

CALLING ALL SINGERS! As we start parish life again we will be building up the music as an important part of our
wortship, starting with reviving the choirs at 10am and 11am Sunday Masses. Do you want to help sing in a choir? Would you
like to learn a bit about choir singing? All ages and all standards are welcome! Please speak with Simon, the Director of
Music, or with one of the clergy after Mass. “Whoever sings prays twice!” said St Augnstine. Singing in the choir is a great way to serve
God and it is also good fun and fellowship. It takes a little commitment and application, but it is well worth it!

PRIMARY SCHOOL TRANSFER REQUESTS FOR ENDORSEMENT: Those who need to ask for a “Certificate of
Catholic Practice” are asked to send an email to the Parish Address with the following information:

e Name of parents and full name of child.

e Date of birth of child.

e Residential Address

e Name of EACH school to which an application is being made.
As you will understand, following the normal criteria for issuing certificates, almost nobody would qualify. A modified
process is being followed. After receipt of your email you will be contacted from the office.
