FR JAMES WRITES ABOUT THE FUTURE OF PRIESTLY MINISTRY TO OUR PARISH: An update...

Fr Carlos and I have passed on to you an outline of the plan for providing priestly ministry to our parish in a stable and sustainable way
for the next chapter of her life. Our particular circumstances of having two sites and the ever-changing pastoral challenges of the locality
make this complex and urgent. Over the 12 years I have been here we have seen great upheavals. During that time we were blessed for
some years to have stable regular help for the Sunday Mass schedule. Subsequently our arrangements have changed every year or two,
which is not ideal.

In order now to try to provide for the spiritual needs of the parish, and so that we can keep the same pattern of Sunday Masses as we
have now, the Archbishop has decided with his advisers to give care of the parish to priests of a Religious Congregation who will live as a
stable community of priests, based at the Presbytery, and take charge of the parish from September this year.

An update this from the office of the Vicar General: Two priests who are members of the Society of the Sacred Hearts of Jesus
and Mary, SS.CC, (Indian province) have been nominated for ministry in the parish and their visa applications to come to the
UK from the beginning of September are in progress.

From September Fr Carlos is to be the Parish Priest of Our Lady, Queen of Heaven, Queensway as well as taking on a chaplaincy role at
St Charles Sixth Form College. Before moving to a new diocesan appointment Fr James has been given a period of sabbatical leave, and
he will be doing a course of further studies at the Institute for Continuing Theological Education in Rome.

FAREWELL TO OUR PARISH CLERGY: Whilst we haven’t yet been given the details of the new priests for our parish, who will
take charge from September, the time has come to make arrangements to say goodbye to Frs James and Catlos.
Fr Carlos’s last Sunday at St Bernard’s is this Sunday, 20 August, and his final Sunday will be at St Gabriel’s on 27 August
after which he moves to his new parish. Fr James will be helping the in-coming clergy to settle in, and then there will be a chance to say a
formal goodbye to both our priests with a PARISH LUNCH ON 10 SEPTEMBER in St Gabriel’s hall after the 12 Noon Mass. This
will follow the usual pattern, so just come along and bring something to share to eat. Lunch finishes about 3pm.

FR CARLOS WRITES - As Frank Sinatra sings, 'And now the end is here..."

As I pack my boxes, I have had the opportunity to reflect in the past eighteen months at Harrow South and Northolt. I recall
arriving, after a sudden change of cletgy, just as the COVID Pandemic began to taper off. I can say I have felt welcomed into
the parish. I hope that I have been able to be present for you: not necessarily always agreeable; but to counsel, warn, and even
admonish while at the same time offering a lending ear, understanding the hardships of the world that we all live in. No priest
Is perfect, and for forgiveness for my weaknesses and misgivings, or even moments when I was just plainly harsh. I hope you
have accepted a 33-year-old, hot-blooded, American for who he is.

Obviously, I cannot have served you with the best of my ability without your help. I thank Fr. James and Janeider, Gaynor, and
Cynthia, each for the pastoral and administrative preparedness that leads now to Queensway; and to each and everyone of you
for helping me each day to be faithfill to God as a priest, in whatever situation.

A MESSAGE ABOUT OUR DEPARTING CLERGY from the Finance Committee: Some have been asking at the office, or from
us, about making a collection for Frs James and Carlos as they leave the parish, and this is a traditional and a nice thing for us to do. At
Sunday Masses this weekend someone will say a few words about this on behalf of the Finance Committee. The collection “buckets” in
the foyer will be labelled in the coming weeks for this purpose, or anything in an envelope marked “clergy leaving collection” or similar
can be added to the offertory or given to the office before Friday 8 Sept. Thank you on behalf of the whole parish.

SACRAMENTAL PREPARATION IN OUR PARISH: As we emerge from the Covid period to a new reality, so too our approach
to preparation for the sacraments needs to change. We don’t have an official line on this in our diocese as yet, but Cardinal Grech, Chair
of the European Conference of Bishops, memorably said in 2020 that if after Covid the Church went back to doing what we did before it
would be  suicide!

There are some radical new ways of thinking on this unfolding in some parishes around the UK as we wait for the bishops to take a lead.
We will be a little less radical.

As Parish Priest I ask families and candidates not to come with particular expectations or sense of entitlement to what should happen
when: candidates should come to the sacraments when they are ready, and the first step to being ready is that habitual Sunday worship in
line with the “Obligation” should be the established norm for the families of small children - and the children be part of this - or chosen
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personally by those of teenage years and above. After that, we can start to look at the base on which to build. If you have any questions or
observations, contact Fr James.
