“RIGHT TO LIFE UK” NEED OUR HELP: RTL writes: You may have heard about the recent tragic case
of a woman being sent abortion pills by the abortion provider, BPAS, who had not accurately
established the gestation of her baby, Lily, who was then aborted at between 32 and 34 weeks, which
is around 8 months gestation. Rather than take responsibility for sending out abortion pills 22 weeks
beyond the legal limit for at-home abortions, BPAS is running a major campaign to fully ‘decriminalise’
abortion, which would introduce abortion up to birth!

COULD YOU BE A FOUNDATION GOVERNOR AT A CATHOLIC SCHOOL? Foundation Governors are
appointed in the name of the Archbishop and form the majority of the governing body of a Catholic
school. They have a legal duty to preserve and develop the Catholic character of the school and to
ensure that the school is conducted in accordance with its trust deed.

Governing boards have three core functions:

1. Ensuring clarity of vision, ethos and strategic direction;
2. Holding executive leaders to account for the educational performance of the organisation and
its pupils, and the performance management of staff; and
3. Overseeing the financial performance of the organisation and making sure its money is well
spent.

The ministry of Foundation Governor is an important one, because the Catholic character of our schools
depends on committed Catholics being willing to undertake this service. The Archbishop is therefore
very appreciative of all those who offer to assist him in this vital task. Because of our baptism, all
Christians are all called to serve the Church’s mission.
General Criteria: To become or remain a foundation governor, a person must be and remain: a
practising Catholic; providing education for his or her own children, if of school age, in a Catholic school
or college (unless exceptional circumstances apply); able to give priority of attendance at meetings of
the governing body to ensure representation of the Archbishop; in possession of a valid DBS disclosure
certificate. To become or remain a foundation governor, a person must not be disqualified from
becoming or remaining a governor in accordance with: the current School Government Regulations (or
the college’s Instrument of Government); the Charities Acts; and the Criminal Justice and Court Services
Act 2000.
Specific Criteria: In respect of the school or college for which a person is or is to be a foundation
governor, he or she must not at any time be: related to any member of the school or college staff,
teaching or non-teaching; related to any governor whether elected, appointed or ex-officio, of the
school or college; employed (whether as a teacher or otherwise) at the school.
A person (other than the parish priest) will not normally be re-appointed as a foundation governor of
a particular school or college if he or she has just completed three consecutive terms on that particular
governing body.

GOOD COUNSEL NETWORK CAMPAIGN INFO: GCN have sent their 2022 Review (copy on the
noticeboard at St Bernard, which amongst other things lists the names of lives saved with your support
during the last year. GCN writes: “Please also pray that the plans to introduce national buffer zones
around abortion centres in the UK will not come to pass. In GK Chesterton’s epic poem, The Ballad of the
White Horse, Our Lady tells King Alfred, "I tell you naught for your comfort, Yea, naught for your desire,
Save that the sky grows darker yet And the sea rises higher.”

1. SNOOP DOGG TEAMS UP WITH LONDON HOMELESS FILM DIRECTOR FOR CHRISTMAS
SINGLE: Sleeping rough on the streets of London (or any major city for that matter) can be
hazardous. David Fussell, a homeless film director, had glass bottles smashed in his face seeking
shelter on London’s park benches and in shop doorways. That is, until David was handed a pop-
up tent by street workers concerned for David's safety. David, with London band Ooberfuse, have
joined forces with rap royalty's Snoop Dogg to challenge hidden prejudices around
homelessness. These prejudices recently erupted in UK when former Home Secretary, Suella
Braverman promised to crackdown on tents and said that rough sleeping in a tent is a 'life-style
choice’.

2. Finding a way through the Energy Crisis: Thursday 18th January 2024, 18:00 - 19:15 Online A
look at the current situation, what it means for us now, and how to help ourselves, and those in
need: including ways to ensure people stay on top of the situation, how to maximise income,
how to find help if needed and finally some ways to save energy and money in general. The
session will be led by Olivia Mackay, National Energy Action Project Development Co-ordinator
for London, and will include - How to help people deal with the increased cost of living, and of
energy bills; Available energy discounts; Where to find support and financial assistance; Energy
tips to save money in the home This online session will be delivered via Zoom, and is being
organised and hosted by Caritas Westminster, on behalf of our communities throughout London,
Herts and Spelthorne.
