Holy Father’s intention for the month of April. Let us pray that the dignity and worth of women be
recognised in every culture and for an end to the discrimination they face in various parts of the
world.

Reflection: On this 3rd Sunday of Easter, we continue to hear the gospel account of
Jesus' appearance to his disciples after his resurrection. Today, Jesus appeared to them
and greets them with the word, "Peace be with you." This is the most appropriate
greeting after the disciples have witnessed the horrific death of someone they loved
and now fear for their own lives as well. Therefore, peace is what they need most.
Jesus always connects his greeting of peace with another gift - forgiveness, which they
needed after they deserted him during his passion; this shows Jesus’ mercy.

Even as they hear Jesus' greeting of peace, they were terrified about what to make of
the figure before them, taking him to be a ghost. But Jesus invites them to experience
his resurrected body with their senses, to look and to touch Him. The figure before
them is flesh and bone still bearing the mark of crucifixion. Although the disciples
cannot forget his suffering and death, peace begins to take root in their heart, as
suddenly, their fears turn to joy. As a further proof of his identity and of his
resurrected body, Jesus eats with his disciples which recalls all the meals and most
importantly, the Last Supper He had with them. After the meal, Jesus uncovers for
them the significance of what was written about Him in the scriptures about His
suffering and mission. So too, our celebration of the Mass is an encounter with Jesus
through the Word and Sacrament of the Eucharist. As Jesus commissions his disciples
to be witnesses, so we are sent to announce the good news of Jesus' resurrection and
forgiveness of sins to the world around us. Peace Be With You!
