A most endearing quality of Jesus was his sensitivity, insight and awareness of others. In 

John’s gospel, choosing his disciples, he renames Cephas, Peter, the Rock. He tells Nathanael 

he has no deceit in him, he pays great tribute to John the Baptist. Isn’t this one of the best 

expressions of love? Love recognises the value and importance of other people. Love allows 

others to take first place without being diminished or feeling second place. In fact, it 

promotes an inner joy in being able to offer some support or help. It senses that whatever 

generosity is given, for whatever purpose, the giver receives back so much more in return. It 

might even be said that in true love the pronoun ‘I’ has now place to dwell. Love enables a 

person to help both the good and the bad, even when feelings and thoughts are very 

negative.  

The only people to reject Jesus were those who believed they were more important, more 

powerful, more deserving than others; and those who felt that Jesus threatened to 

undermine their power. Their Ego dominated their lives.
