DAY OF PRAYER AND FASTING, MONDAY 7 OCTOBER 2024

In response to the developing situation, Pope Francis has called for day of fasting and
prayer. This is to take place next Monday, 7 October 2024, the first anniversary of the
Hamas attacks in Israel. ‘I ask everyone,” he says, ‘to participate in a day of prayer and
fasting for peace in the world.”

Cardinal Pierbattista Pizzaballa, the Latin Patriarch of Jerusalem, has also invited us to
mark next Monday as a day of prayer, penance and fasting for peace in the Holy Land.
