These
emails impersonate the parish priest, often using a
similar email name and masking the real email
address. They typically request the recipient to
purchase Amazon or other gift cards as gifts for the
priest. Never purchase gift cards as gifts for the
parish priest, based on an email request. Double-
check any suspicious email by directly contacting the
parish office, to avoid sharing personal or financial
information in response to scammers emails.
