Fr Michael Writes:  Today’s readings give us a most uplifting image of God.   The gospel particularly shows us that God is not small minded but is generous, compassionate and forgiving.  His generosity is extended to everybody, even to sinners and Gentiles. Neither does God work on the merit system. Which of us would be happy that God treat us according to what we earned or according to strict justice.  The truth is that we are all eleventh hour workers, we all stand to benefit from God’s extraordinary goodness.  It is not the length of service we have that matters but the amount of love we have shown.
Welcome:  To Fr. Luis Alfonso Zamorano from Spain, a member of the Fraternity of Missionaries of the Word of God and who is in London to learn English for one year.  He resides at the Catholic Chaplaincy but will be with us on Sundays to help with the Masses.  Those at 11am Mass last Sunday had the chance to meet him.  I hope he will be happy with us and can get to know many in our Parish.
Track and Trace:  I have now been informed that it is mandatory for Church’s to keep Test and Trace records for everyone attending weekday or Sunday Masses.   The information must be kept for 21 days, then shredded under data protection.  At any time, we can be inspected and heavily fined for not complying with this law, so although stewards may find this onerous I would be grateful if everyone, Stewards and Mass attendees would co-operate.

RCIA: The RCIA begins again in October.  If you are not a Catholic and would like to become a Catholic, please see me on the way out of Church.  All of us are called to be evangelisers so if you know of someone, a husband, wife, girlfriend, boyfriend, neighbour or friend who may like to join the RCIA and consider becoming a Catholic, please let me know their name or ask them to contact me. Also, if for some reason you are an adult and not confirmed you can join this group which begins at the beginning of October and meets every Thursday for one hour at 7pm until 8pm and concludes at Easter. The first session will take place on Thursday 8th October at 7pm in the Presbytery.
Marriage Preparation

All Couples getting married in the Roman Catholic Church have to undergo Marriage Preparation. The next preparation for couples will take place in March 2021, the 2nd March; 9th March and 16th March in Rosary Hall from 7pm until 8.30pm. First Holy Communion 2021:  Please complete a form from the Repository or Fr. Michael or the Parish Secretary.  All forms to be returned by next Sunday 27th September.  The completed form must be returned to Fr. Michael.   The first meeting for parents only will take place on Monday 5th October at 7pm in Rosary Hall.  This meeting is for parents only.  First Holy Communion will take place on Sunday 9th May 2021 at 11am.
Altar Servers: Would all altar servers please come along to serve every Sunday.  With holidays and lockdown many seem to have gone into a “resting period”.  It has been lovely to have large numbers of servers at each Mass so please let us begin again.  New servers are welcome as are those who should have made First Holy Communion last May and will now receive Holy Communion next May.  You are still welcome to serve in the meantime.
Union of Catholic Mothers:  Grateful thanks to Sanya Mann for her work in the UCM.  Sanya has now stepped down as President of our Parish Union of Catholic Mothers.  The next meeting will take place on Friday 25th September at 7pm. Would all present mothers please attend and if possible invite one new possible member to come along. Sr. Bridget from St. John’s Wood Parish will chair the meetings until a new President is found.
Retiring Collections:  Many of our usual retiring collections have been missed because of lockdown.  The Bishops of England and Wales have asked that we take up two collections: - 

4th October – Peter’s Pence. 8th November – Sick and Retired Priests.  All other usual collections will not take place.

Eritrea Appeal:  I am anxious to have one last appeal and retiring collection for the orphanage in Eritrea.  I would suggest we do this on Sunday 18th October and at all Masses have a retiring collection.
