1. Annual Priest Training Fund Collection 

Next weekend is Good Shepherd Sunday, the day we pray for priests and for vocations to the 

priesthood. Next weekend the second collection will be in support of the Priest Training Fund, 

which benefits the parishes and the Diocese of Westminster by providing us with new priests. 

 

The Priest Training Fund pays for the training and education of seminarians at our seminary, Allen 

Hall. There are currently 48 men studying at Allen Hall seminary, 14 of whom are from our own 

Diocese, and two men are currently studying in Rome, and two more in Valladolid  from our 

Diocese. In 2022 we celebrated the ordination of 5 men from Allen Hall to the priesthood, to 

serve as our future priests. 

It costs on average £25,000 per man, per year of formation – that is about £150,000 to form and 

educate a new priest, who makes a lifetime commitment to Christ and the Church. 

The Priest Training Fund also pays for the ongoing education and formation of our priests’ post-

ordination. Priests are the heart of the Catholic Church. So, I ask you to please be generous in 

your support of this appeal and to continue to pray for vocations and our seminarians.
