The Season of LENT - Stations of the Cross will take place at 5pm every Saturday of Lent before Confessions (5.45pm – 6.15pm) and the evening Mass at 6.30pm. * Lenten Alms for the poor can be donated in the wall box situated neat the statue of St Antony in the Church porch.
First Saturday Monthly Mass – will take place on Saturday 6th April at 9.30am, followed by Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament and Benediction. The Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick will be administered during the Mass for those who need it. During the period of Adoration, Fr Michael will be available in the confessional for the Sacrament of Reconciliation. 

Lenten Parish Fundraising Project 2019 – Thank U is a community non-profit organisation committed to spreading literacy and IT skills to alleviate poverty. This year, our Lenten fundraising project is in support of the Padre Pio Eco Learning Centre in Koforidua, Ghana. Thank U is a Fulham based charity and is trying to raise £10’000 so that 80 computers can be purchased (reconditioned for tropical countries) to help educate and provide skills training to young people in poor rural areas. The retiring collection to support this project taken after all the Masses last weekend of 9th/10th March raised £321.03. There will be another opportunity to support this project over NEXT weekend the 30th/31st March, when Mrs Sally Baffour, the CEO of Thank U will say a few words at the end of all the Masses.  
Confirmation for Young People 2019 – Registration forms for the young people of our parish (School Year 9 and upwards, but no older than 18 years) to prepare for the Sacrament of Confirmation are now available from Fr Michael personally after all the Sunday Masses. The closing date for registration will be NEXT Sunday 31st March.  After this, all candidates (with at least one parent present) will be interviewed individually by Fr Michael and the parish catechetical coordinator, Mrs Alexandra Fisher towards the end of April and early May. The six week long intensive course will take place on a Tuesday evening from 6.30pm to 8.30pm commencing Tuesday 4th June in the Hume Centre (Parsons Green Nursery) Cortayne Road. Prospective candidates are expected to be participating at Mass every Sunday and be seriously committed to the practice of their Catholic faith. The Sacrament of Confirmation will be administered by Bishop John Wilson during a celebration of Mass at 5pm on Sunday 7th July 2019.

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SACRAMENTS





Baptism - Before any child is baptised, Fr Michael would wish to meet parents, at least one of whom should be a baptised practising Catholic, for a pre baptism conversation. Please see him after Sunday Mass, and he will give you an application form. Once the form has been completed and received, he will then contact you to arrange a meeting. Catholic parents should please provide copies of their own baptismal certificate and attach it to the application. 





Marriage - Engaged couples seeking marriage in Church should inform Fr Michael at least six months before the intended wedding date so that there is enough time for all the necessary administration to be completed. This requirement applies to marriages taking place here in the parish, in other parts of the UK, and overseas. 





Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick - is available to all those who seek healing in body, mind or spirit. Please contact Fr Michael if you would like to receive it, especially if you are going into hospital. If anyone is sick or housebound within the parish boundary and would like a visit from Fr Michael, please contact the parish office. The Sacrament of anointing will also be administered to those who need it during the 9.30am Mass on the First Saturday of every month.

Confirmation for Young People - The programme leading to the Sacrament of Confirmation for the Young People of our parish (School Year 9 and upwards, but no older than 18 years) takes place annually. Registration forms will be available from Sunday 3rd March till Sunday 31st March. The course will commence in early June 2019. The Sacrament of Confirmation will be administered during a celebration of Mass at 5pm on Sunday 7th July 2019 by the Right Reverend Bishop John Wilson, Auxiliary Bishop of Westminster. 





Adult Confirmation - If you are a baptised Catholic over 18 years old, but for whatever reason did not receive the Sacraments of First Holy Communion or Confirmation, please contact Fr Michael, who will instruct you about the process of completing the Sacraments of Initiation. 





Want to become a Catholic? - If you come to Mass here, and are not baptised; or perhaps have been baptised and belong to another Church/Christian community, but would like to be received and confirmed into the Catholic Church, please take an inquiry form available from the Church porch and return it to Fr Michael in the parish office.
