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Aperuit Illis – ‘He opened their minds!’ – On the 30th September 2019, at the Basilica of St John Lateran in Rome, Pope Francis observed the beginning of the 1600th anniversary year of the death of Saint Jerome (347-420), the ascetic Scripture scholar who translated the Bible into the Latin Vulgate and is one of the four great Doctors of the Latin Church. To mark the occasion, the Pope issued the instruction document Aperuit Illis, which takes its name from the Gospel quote with which it begins, "He opened their minds (to understand the Scriptures)" (Luke 24:45). The immediate practical object of this instruction is the dedication of the 3rd Sunday in Ordinary Time as The Sunday of the Word of God. The Pope's purpose in this is to highlight the centrality of the Sacred Scriptures to our Christian identity - specifically the three-fold relationship among "the Risen Lord, the community of believers and sacred scripture." This observance will also "be a fitting part of that time of the year when we are encouraged to strengthen our bonds with the Jewish people and to pray for Christian unity." The Bible, the Pope points out "belongs above all to those called to hear its message and to recognize themselves in its words." It "is the book of the Lord's people, who, in listening to it, move from dispersion and division towards unity."

Mary’s Meals Appeal - The Catholic Charity Mary’s Meals will be at our church until 11.30am THIS Sunday 26th January to collect all your unwanted clothing and bedding (not duvets or pillows please). Advance Notice - Confirmation for Young People 2020 – Application forms for the young people of our parish (School Year 9 and upwards, but no older than 18 years) to prepare for the Sacrament of Confirmation will be available from Fr Michael personally after all the Sunday Masses commencing Sunday 1st March. The closing date for registration will be Sunday 29th March.  After this, all candidates (with at least one parent present) will be interviewed individually by Fr Michael and the parish catechetical coordinator, Mrs Alexandra Fisher towards the end of April and early May. The intensive six session course will take place on a Tuesday evening from 6pm to 8pm commencing Tuesday 2nd June in the Hume Centre (Parsons Green Nursery) Cortayne Road. Prospective candidates are expected to be participating at Mass every Sunday and seriously committed to the practice of their Catholic faith. The Sacrament of Confirmation will be administered during a celebration of Mass on Sunday 5th July 2019 at 5pm.
